The cost of £149 (£139 if paid before 10™ April) covers the following:

The complex is located on Wilmslow Road, Fallowfield, Manchester, about 3 miles south of the
city centre.

The programme looks like this — although as time progresses, this may change and will fill out.

Friday — You can register from 6pm — we will let you know where later. We shall have an
evening of getting to know each other and dancing, including Ceroc lessons — THE dance to
know! This should begin around 8pm and finish late! You can register all evening but if you are
arriving later than 10pm, please let us know.

Saturday — The day will follow the normal conference model. Workshops in the morning,
activities in the afternoon and a dance in the evening — except this is going to be huge!!! There
will be a variety of activities for all ages and levels of fitness. Bring loose clothing and be
prepared to get wet!
